PROCEDURES FOR LEGISLATIVE CONFERENCE CALL
So as to avoid confusion and to allow all participants to be heard and to hear others, the Chair will call on each member to state their position.  If the Chair has not called on you, you may not speak unless the Chair asks for volunteers to speak. 
In order for FLEC to take a legislative position, a 75% vote of those present at the meeting (or their proxy) is required. To determine how many votes make up the 75%:

· Based on the roll call and proxy list, the number of participants in the meeting will be noted on the record.
· The Secretary will calculate seventy-five percent of the number of participants:  

· The group will agree on how many votes are needed for a 75% majority

· If the count results in a fractional amount:

· If the fraction is less than .5, the number will be rounded down

· If the fraction is .5 or greater, the number will be rounded up

· For each vote:

· The record will reflect the number of yes and no votes and the number of abstentions

· The number of abstentions will be deducted from the number of participants

· The seventy-five percent minimum will be based on the adjusted number

For each bill under consideration: 

· Pat Rawnsley will introduce the bill

· Pat will make a motion that the bill meets the criteria of GR 12

· Nancy will second the motion

· Discussion if needed

· Vote on the GR 12 issue

· If GR 12 is satisfied, Pat will discuss the bill and recommend a FLEC position

· Nancy will call on each FLEC member for questions/discussion

· Either Pat or someone else will make a motion for FLEC to take a position
· If there is a second on the motion, the group will:

· Discuss the motion

· Vote on the motion 

For each motion made:  if a motion fails because it does not meet the 75% requirement, the Chair will entertain other motions and the above procedures will be followed for each motion.
